            In addition to the new series, ABC previously announced season renewals for

During the 2006-07 TV Season, ABCÕs fi rst season in decades without ÒMonday 

Night Football ,Ó the network solidified i ts dominance with women and in all  upscale measures. 
And with the addition of ÒUgly Betty,Ó ÒBrothers &  Sisters,Ó ÒOctober RoadÓ and ÒMEN IN 
TREES,Ó ABC has added a new generation of broad-appealing, young, accessible dramas to i ts 
roster. ABC is the #1 network with Women 18-34 and Women 18-49, and is currently in 
second place for the season among Adults 18-49, leading both NFL-fueled CBS (with ÓSuper 
Bowl 2007Ó) and NBC (with ÓSunday Night FootballÓ).  



 
Excluding sports f rom the mix this season (to account for the loss of ÒMonday Night 

Football ,Ó the 2006 ÒSuper BowlÓ and the Bowl Championship series) ABC is the No. 2 
network to Fox among Adults 18-49.
